4.8.2 Where this Policy covers risks of war, civil war, revolu4on, rebellion, insurrec4on, or civil strife
arising therefrom, or any hos4le act by or against a belligerent power, or Terrorism or any person

Items viii) and ix) only apply if Endorsement 16 Agreed Value is shown in Your Schedule.

If You do not take reasonable care at incep1on and during the Period of Insurance to provide
accurate informa1on, including wri2en records and / or copies of any le2ers, reports and /
or valua1ons, Your Insurers may:
a) cancel Your Policy and refuse to pay any claim; or
b) pay only part of Your claim; or
c) charge You a revised Premium; or
d) change the Policy Excess; or
e) change the extent of the cover provided by Your Policy

5.1.2 Your Insurers will only provide the insurance described in Your Policy if anyone claiming under
Your Policy has met all the relevant condi4ons.

Providing You have not incurred eligible claims during the period You have been on cover Your
Insurer will retain an amount of the Premium in propor4on to the 4me You have been on cover
and return the balance to You. This refund is calculated on a daily pro-rata basis. If You cancel
Your Policy and You have made a claim or You have no4fied Your Insurers You may make a
claim during the current Period of Insurance Your Insurers will not refund any Premium

5.3.3 Your Insurer reserves the right to cancel Your Policy where there is a valid reason for doing so
by providing 14 days’ no4ce by registered post to Your last known address. The reason for
cancella4on will be set out in Your Insurer le5er to You. Valid reasons may include but are not
limited to:
5.3.3.1 where You sell Your Cra# or transfer it to new ownership or if a company owns Your

Cra# and there is a change in the controlling interest of the company. Your Insurer
will not recognise any interest or transfer of interest or assignment of this Policy;
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5.3.3.2 where Your Insurer or Your Insurance Adviser have been unable to collect a Premium
payment.

5.3.3.5 where You have deliberately or recklessly misrepresented any informa4on You have
supplied or withheld any informa4on which Your Insurer or Your Insurance Adviser
have asked for;

5.3.3.6 where Your Insurers reasonably suspect or have evidence of criminal or fraudulent
ac4vity;

5.3.3.7 Your use of threatening or abusive behaviour or language or the in4mida4on or
bullying of Your Insurance Adviser or Your Insurers staff or service providers.

5.3.4 Providing You have not incurred eligible claims during the period You have been on cover Your
Insurers will retain an amount of the Premium in propor4on to the 4me You have been on
cover and return the balance to You. This refund is calculated on a daily pro rata basis.

5.4 If You make any claim under this Policy and there is another insurance policy that insures the same loss
Your Insurers will only pay their share of the claim. This condi4on does not apply to the Personal Accident
sec4on.

5.5 Choice of Law
The par4es are free to choose the law applicable to this contract of insurance. Unless specifically agreed
to the contrary this contract of insurance shall be governed by the laws of England and subject to the
exclusive jurisdic4on of the courts of England and Wales.

5.6 Engine cut out device
You must maintain in an effficient working order any Engine Cut Out Device fi5ed to Your Cra# and use
it correctly at all 4mes whilst Your Cra# is underway.

21.3.3 from any detona4on of any weapon of war employing atomic or nuclear fission and / or fusion
or other like reac4on or radioac4ve force or ma5er;

21.3.4 from the capture, seizure, arrest, restraint, detainment, confisca4on or expropria4on by or under
the authority of the government or any public authority of the country in which Your Cra# is
owned or registered;
from the arrest, restraint, detainment, confisca4on or expropria4on under quaran4ne
regula4ons or by reason of infringement of any customs or trading regula4ons;

21.3.5 from the opera4on of any ordinary judicial process, failure to provide security or to pay any fine
or penalty or any financial cause.

21.4 Condi1ons applicable to this cover
21.4.1 Before sailing in territorial waters of any foreign country You must visit the website

h5p://www.lmalloyds.com/Web/market_places/marine/JWC/Joint_ War.aspx and scroll down
to Bulle4ns and Circulars and read the most recent JWLA circular. If You travel to the named
countries sail within their waters as defined or visit the named ports as defined then all cover
under Your Policy in respect of war risks will be inopera4ve.

21.4.2 The cover provided under this Endorsement may be cancelled by either You or Your Insurers by
giving 7 days’ no4ce of cancella4on. The cancella4on becomes effec4ve on the expiry of 7 days
from midnight of the day on which no4ce of cancella4on is issued by or to Your Insurers. No4ce
by Your Insurers shall be by registered post to Your last known address and no4ce by You should
be by registered post to Your Insurance Adviser.

21.4.3 Whether or not such no4ce of cancella4on has been given this cover will automa4cally
terminate in the event of any of the following:

i) hos4le detona4on of any weapon of war between any of the countries noted in the exclusion
above, anywhere in the world;
